Earlier, I used to think that gharials, alligators, and crocodiles were all 

similar. However, when I asked my grandfather about this, he told me 

that they were different. He asked if I wanted to see them, and I eagerly 

said yes.

He took me to a gharial sanctuary, which was about an hour's drive from 

our house. At the sanctuary, I learned that they work to protect gharials 

because their existence is in danger. Their natural habitat is the 

Chambal River near Morena. The eggs of gharials often get mixed with 

those of other animals, so the people at the sanctuary collect them 

safely. When the baby gharials hatch, they are nurtured and raised in a 

protected environment. Once they grow a little, become capable of 

hunting, and can feed themselves, they are released back into the river.

Thanks to the efforts of the sanctuary workers, the number of gharials in 

the Chambal River has increased. The sanctuary also works to protect 

crocodiles and tortoises. Gharials eat only fish, whereas crocodiles hunt 

and eat animals. The most noticeable difference between the two is their 

snout—gharial snouts are long and slender, while crocodile snouts are 

broader. Additionally, crocodiles have a greyish-green coloration, 

whereas gharials are a darker black.

The gharial (Gavialis gangeticus), also known as the gavial or fish-eating 

crocodile, belongs to the family Gavialidae and is the longest of all living 

crocodilians.
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
